F Health News and Notes

The Canine Health Foundation (CHF) has announced that its work supporting re-
search into the canine influenza virus A a very contagious respiratory disease in dogs
caused by the H3N8 virus 1 has assisted Intervet/Schering -Plough Animal Health to obtain
a conditional license for a vaccine to protect against this disease. Dr. Cynda Crawford at
the University of Florida is analyzing data from previous CIV outbreaks to determine risk
factors for transmission and to make recommendations for reducing and preventing trans-
mission, including when to use the vaccine.

Although not all areas of the country have seen cases of this flu, it is expected that
eventually it wi || be reported i n al | 50
coughod (tr ache-oboughinge $neering,sspmetimes a nasal discharge. Unlike
most cases of kennel cough, canine flu victims may run a fever (normal temperature in a
dog is 100.5 - 101.5F) and be more lethargic than in a typical case of kennel cough. The
nasal discharge can become copious and thick, and there may also be a discharge from
the eyes. In immune -compromised dogs (such as puppies, elderly dogs, and dogs on
some medications such as cyclosporine, steroids, or chemotherapeutic drugs) the signs
can become more severe, progressing to pneumonia. In some areas, there have been
fatalities.
